There are horses at Fincastle Farm, both farm residents and patients of Always Helpful Veterinary Service. Please make sure to keep dogs well away from the horses.

The coursing field is fenced with 3 board horse fencing. The side of the field closest to the road also has diamond mesh wire, which IS dog-proof, but the other sides of the field are just the board fencing which a dog COULD slip through.

Agility will be at Beccie’s Barkery, approximately 15 minute drive from Fincastle Farm. Large grass field, securely fenced.

All dogs must be on a leash or crated at all times at both sites, except when being judged.

No experience necessary!

As long as your dog will walk on lead, you can probably make it through the course. (
You may use verbal and hand cues, and may continuously encourage your dog throughout the 
performance.

Great fun!!

Agility:


Classes run under modified CPE rules. 


Level 1 classes will not have weave poles or a teeter.

Prize and Rosette will be awarded to high scoring dog.


Points will be awarded in each division – Conformation, Lure Coursing, Rally, and Agility.

score of Conformation + Coursing + and any ONE of Rally, Agility. (The higher of those

Versatility:
